A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.    

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by John “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Sue.  The motion passed five (5) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF DECEMBER 11, 2006 TAX LEVY PUBLIC HEARING AND DECEMBER 11 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Becky moved that the “minutes of the December 11th Tax Levy Public Hearing be accepted as presented”; motion seconded by Dan.  Motion carried with five (5) “ayes”.  An additional motion was made by Sue “to accept the minutes of the December 11th Regular Board Meeting”; seconded by Becky. Motion carried with five (5) “ayes”.   

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
Area resident Ben Johnson (7769 N. Meridian Road) was in attendance (along with his engineer) regarding his interest in having a portion his property north of Stillman Valley rezoned from AG-1 to R-2.  A portion of this parcel of property is within the 1.5-mile radius of the Village.  The proposed future development will be completed in two (2) phases.  The first phase will be 20 lots; the second phase 10 lots.  Each lot will be approximately an acre or more.  When asked, Ben said he is not looking at using the Village’s water and sewer system.  President Mays said it is in the interest of the Village to maintain Village infrastructure (water and sewer lines).  Mays told Ben that he would need to fill out an application and return it to the Clerk.  The Stillman Valley Planning Commission / Zoning Board of Appeals will schedule a public hearing regarding his zoning request.  Ben thanked the Board for their time.

E.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Randy distributed copies and explained the Treasurer’s Report and the Profit & Loss Report.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 31st of December 2006”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report for the period of December 11 through January 7 was distributed for review.  The 10 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for various water and sewer repairs.  A motion was made by Sue “to approve the 10 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the Water & Sewer Usage and Billings report were distributed for review.  

4.  Monthly Bills
A Bill Detail Report and Credit Card Detail Report were generated for review.  The following changes were made:

· Chad Insko ~ $300 ~ #152-495 new light bar for new dump truck.  Chad was asked to submit a copy of his personal check for this purchase for the Village files.  Chad stated he had received approval from Mike to purchase the light bar prior to the Board Meeting.

With no additional discussion, a motion was made by John “to approve the bills for the month of January”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

F.  ORDINANCE

No. 705 ~ Purchase of 1995 International 5-Yard Dump Truck:  Chad reiterated that this truck is from Marion Township.  Both Chad and Mike have looked at the truck and it has been taken good care of.  Chad stated that money was appropriated from Streets & Alleys for a new truck.  A motion was made by Mike “to adopt Village Ordinance 705, authorizing the purchase of a 1995 International 5-yard dump truck (model 4900 series), pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-76.1-1(i) from Marion Township at a price of $15,000.  The Village President is hereby authorized to execute all documents of sale and transfer pertaining to the purchase of the aforementioned truck.”; seconded by John.  Discussion was held funding of the new truck.  Chad stated that there only remains one (1) truck payment for the F550 Ford truck.  The last payment will be February 2007 (#152-495).  With regard to the IDOT resolution appropriating $15,000 of MFT Funds for the purposes of ice and snow control and street lighting, once the Village receives the funds, it will make approximately $7,500 available to be recharged to the Street & Alley fund to help with payment of the truck.  When asked Treasurer Fruin said that the Village currently has the funds available to cover the payment of the new truck.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

G.  RESOLUTIONS
Chad advised the Board that Baxter & Woodman were donating their time to the Village to assist in completing the required paperwork required by IDOT for these two (2) resolutions.  The Board thanked Ralph for B&W generosity and help.

1.  No. 1 ~ Resolution for Maintenance of Streets and Highways by Municipality Under the Illinois Highway Code Appropriating $15,000.00 of MFT Funds for the Purposes of Ice and Snow Control and Street Lighting from January 1, 2006 to December 31, 2006.  A motion was made by Dan “to pass Resolution #1 as presented” seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.
2.  No. 2 ~ Resolution for Maintenance of Streets and Highways by Municipality Under the Illinois Highway Code Appropriating $15,000.00 of MFT Funds for the Purposes of Ice and Snow Control and Street Lighting from January 1, 2007 to December 31, 2007.  A motion was made by John “to pass Resolution #2 as presented” seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.
H.  SPENDING APPROVAL
1.  Light Bar for New Dump Truck:  Discussed earlier.

I.  OLD BUSINESS
Water and Sewer Projects:  

Nothing.

2.  Village Growth:  Mays said he had received a complaint from an area resident with regard to Ben Johnson’s proposed rezoning and potential development.

J.  ENGINEERING
1.  Proposed Work Order: 07011.80 ~ US Cellular Antennae Review:  Chad reported that US Cellular approached the Village regarding erecting a cell tower on the Village water tower.  US Cellular would lease space on the water tower at a price determined by the Village.  B&W would review the proposed agreement and specifications from US Cellular.  Discussion was held having a “not to exceed” amount on the proposed work order and also receiving written responsibility from the provider.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to approve Baxter & Woodman Work Order 07011.80 ~ US Cellular Antennae Review, contingent upon receiving a written letter from US Cellular obligating them to pay all engineering and proposed work.”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

2.  Proposed Work Order: 070035.30 ~ WWTP Engineering Report for EO Compliance:  Chad and Ralph explained to the Board that Special Condition 11 of the new NPDES Permit from the IEPA for the Village’s wastewater treatment plant requires the Village to bring its WWTP into compliance with a new effluent limit for dissolved oxygen (DO).  This work order is for the preparation of an engineering report that will establish the existing conditions and identify the steps that the Village will take to determine what improvements, if any, need to be made to bring the WWTP into compliance with the new DO limits.  The work order is not to exceed $5,000.  A motion was made by Becky “to approve Baxter & Woodman Work Order 070035.30”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

K. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan said he had received a complaint from a Village resident regarding the owners at 1 Highland Court parking their vehicles on the grass.  Jim asked the Clerk to send them a letter along with a copy of the Village ordinance regarding this violation.

Parks & Police:  Nance’ was absent.

Street & Alleys:  Mike (1) said he learned that the Village is not being credited for road footage for First and Second Streets.  Marion Township is.  Mays said he would contact Marion Township Assessor Bob Maas regarding the matter; (2) advised the Board that Ogle County Sheriff’s Department is patrolling Rural Road in the Village more frequently.

Public Works: Chad (1) advised the Board of recent vandalism in the Village (cement garbage cans overturned, broken street signs and decorative rock from Ropp Park placed in the middle of Maple Street).  The Board instructed Chad to contact Ogle County Sheriff’s Department in order for a police report to be taken for future documentation.  Chad said mailboxes in Daybreak Subdivision had also been destroyed; (2) reported that the infrastructure is underway for the Cardinal View Condo project.

Ordinance:  Becky had noting to report.

Water & Sewer:  John asked the Board to consider eliminating vehicle stickers in the future.

Finance:  Sue had nothing to report.

Clerk:  Anne (1) advised the Board that Three Hammer Construction had taken out two (2) building permits in Homestead Subdivision: lots 60 and 61; (2) reminded those Trustees whose term for Trustee is up in April that signatures for the required election paperwork need to be certified January 29 through February 5.

President:  Jim received a letter from Edgar and Carol Franseen (116 W. Grant Street) regarding their frustration that more Village residents do not participate in the annual luminary night.  The Franseen’s feel the tradition has died.  Jim said he responded to their letter. 

Economic Development Advisory Commission:  Dave said the Commission is waiting for Mike Reibel’s final draft of the Comprehensive Plan.  Dan will advise the Board of the next meeting.

L.  NEW BUSINESS
Jim said he had spoken to George Glendenning regarding the lack of contact from American Ethanol.  Although George has heard nothing recently from American Ethanol, he is under the impression that everything is still underway.
