A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by John.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”.

C.  MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 12, 2007 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the February 12 Board Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Becky “to approve the meeting minutes as presented”; seconded by John.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

None.

E.  MORING DISPOSAL NEW CONTRACT REVIEW
Copies of the proposed new contract from Moring Disposal were distributed for the Trustees to review.  Anne stated that Denny Pate would be at the March 12 Board Meeting to answer any concerns or questions the Board may have regarding this draft contract.  Anne also said she would be forwarding a copy of the contact to Attorney Henry for his review and recommendations.  The proposed contract would give exclusive rights to pick up to all homes in the Village to Moring Disposal.  After reviewing the document, the Board agreed that they would like II.  COMPENSATION removed from the contract.  This section states that the Village Clerk would be responsible for collecting the resident’s monthly billing for Moring Disposal and forward the money to the carrier.  The topic will be added to the March 12 agenda.

F.  T6 BOARDBAND
A copy of the February19, 2007 letter from Attorney Henry was distributed to the Board.  Chad said that Baxter & Woodman and Utility Services Co. should be involved in reviewing the contract.  To date, T6 Broadband has not established an escrow account.  Baxter & Woodman will be instructed to forward a form letter to T6 Broadband regarding the escrow matter.  President Mays also said that the Village should create an ordinance stating the policy and procedures for this process.

G.  SPECIAL MEETING
Mays said that a special meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, February 28, 2007, at 7 p.m. at the Village Hall.  Erb Enterprises, Inc. contacted Village Attorney Doug Henry regarding a possible annexation agreement of a parcel of property with another municipality.  Mays said that Attorney Henry would be in attendance at the Special Meeting.

Police:
Dan had nothing to report.

Street & Alleys:  Mike reiterated the continued problems with skateboarders in the downtown area of the Village.

Ordinance:  Becky reported that she, Dan and Sue attended the Regional Planning Commission Seminar on February 22 in DeKalb.  All three Trustees stated that it was an informative meeting.  Becky said that the Village may want to give consideration to creating and adopting an ordinance for pre-annexation agreements, as these agreement eventually expire.  Mays said that was a good idea.

Finance:  Sue had nothing new to report.

Clerk:  Anne (1) reminded the Trustees to sign and return to her the Statement of Economic Interest from the Ogle County Clerk; (2) told the Board she will be out of the office on March 8 & 9, but Mary Dralle will be sitting in at the Hall for a portion of that time.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report to the Trustees.

K.  NEW BUSINESS
Chad advised the Board of the increasing number of problems with residents’ sewer services.  Currently the Village has three (3) residents whose services are steadily getting worse, causing problems and hindering the quality of life.  The current Village Code states that all new sewer services, in addition to repair and replacement of the service, are the responsibility of the homeowner.  Chad said he has spoken to several other municipalities regarding their policy and procedures.  One option for the Village to consider is Freeport’s current policy.  The Village of Stillman Valley could repair and replace the sewer service from the property line to the main at cost, plus 20% overhead.  Discussion was also held regarding another option: having the resident submit an upfront payment of $1,200 to cover the process.  After completing the repair/replacement, if money is left over, the resident would receive the money. If the cost exceeds the $1,200.00, the resident would be responsible for the overage.  Additional discussion was held regarding establishing an additional fee to the water/sewer bill to all residents.  This additional fee, considered like an “insurance policy” would be put into a fund for when repair/replacement of sewer services need to be performed.  Chad further stated that it is important for the Board to make a decision quickly as to the route that the Village should precede.  Mays said that the resident should be made responsible for a portion and pay their fair share.  A motion was made by John “to establish an policy to handle emergency sewer service repairs/replacements between the property line and the main at cost of time (based on prevailing wage for Ogle County) and material and equipment costs (determined by Illinois Department of Transportation) plus 20% for administrative costs”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  Becky was asked to begin preliminary work on the ordinance.
