A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Becky “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”.

C.  MINUTES OF MARCH 12, 2007 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the March 12 Board Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the meeting minutes as presented”; seconded by Becky.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

None.

E.  MORING DISPOSAL NEW CONTRACT REVIEW
The Clerk stated that she had not received a new contract to present to the Board for consideration.

F.  ANNEXATION AGREEMENT / ERB EQUITIES
Each member of the Board received a copy of Attorney Henry’s letter to Attorney David McArdle (Zukowski, Rogers, Flood & McArdle), legal counsel for Gary Erb (developer), regarding Attorney Henry’s review of the annexation agreement for Stillman Meadows (Cherry Valley property).  Also attached with the letter were Baxter & Woodman recommendations for the agreement.  A question by one of the Trustees was if the Board wants to seriously consider pursuing the matter.  The ethical standpoint of the matter was of great importance.

G.  CARDINAL VIEW AMENDED PLAT APPROVAL
It was reiterated that in the early stages of the Cardinal View Condo project, a private sewer system was going to be installed.  That notation was written on the plat map.  However, the IPEA would not allow the private system and the developer needed to connect to the Village sewer line.  Thus, the original wording on the plat regarding the private sewer system did not need to be recorded with the Ogle County Recorder’s Office.  At the February 12, 2007 Board Meeting, the Trustees voted to approval the Cardinal View Condo sewer system disclaimer.  The amended final plat from the developer of the Cardinal View Condominium Project was given to the Village President and Clerk to attest at tonight’s meeting.  The following corrections were made to the final plat:

1. The 10’ utility easement and drainage easement on the north side of lots 1 thru 7 shall be a 12’ sanitary sewer and drainage easement only.

2. The 15’ watermain easement shall now be a 20’ watermain and municipal access easement with the east line of said easement being 5.5’ west of the west line of lot 6.

3. There shall be a blanket easement granted to the utility companies for lots 1 thru 7.

4. Survey notes: No. 2 is no long required.

With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to approve the Cardinal View amended final plat approval language and to authorize the Village President and Clerk to attest to the plat”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

H.  2007 VEHICLE STICKERS
President Mays said the 2007 vehicle stickers should arrive by the Friday, March 30th.  At that time, the Clerk will mail them out to residents who have purchased the stickers.

I. ORDINANCE
1.  No. 706 ~ 2007 Comprehensive Plan for Village of Stillman Valley:  Sue read the ordinance which stated that the Village of Stillman Valley has been vested with authority to adopt a comprehensive plan for the present and future development or redevelopment of the municipality.  The SVPC recommended to the Village Board that the Plan be adopted as the official comprehensive plan for the Village.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Sue “to adopt Village Ordinance 706 as presented”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  The Clerk will take the 2007 Comprehensive Plan to the Ogle County Recorder’s Office to be recorded.

2.  No. 707 ~ No Parking Grant / Pine Street South to High School Entrance:  At the March 12th Board Meeting, Mike asked for the Board to consider the following prohibited parking area: the southwest side of Pine Street from Grant Street to the entrance of Highland Grade School and the southeast side of Pine Street from Grant Street to the entrance of the SV High School.  Mike felt this would improve traffic flow.  Discussion was held and the Trustees felt the ordinance was not necessary.  The Public Works Department was asked to paint the curb yellow in the area.

3.  No. 708 ~ Misc. Signs – Removal of Deaf Child Sign:  The former residents at 336 S. Hickory Street had a deaf son and asked the Board for the sign to be erected.  They have since moved and the sign is no longer warranted.  Clyde Wakefield (B&W) said that no Village ordinance is required to remove the “deaf child sign”, as the sign is not a regulatory sign.

4.  Sewer Service:  Chad reported to the Board that he and Anne would work on the ordinance and present a draft ordinance for consideration.

J.  OLD BUSINESS
1.  Water/Sewer Projects:  Chad stated he is reviewing the cell tower information.

2.  Village Growth:  President Mays mentioned the Wes Lindberg proposed annexation (southwest of Well #3).  Attorney Henry will review the information once it is received.  A boundary agreement was discussed and the importance to the Village for having this control.  When asked, Clyde (B&W) recommended the boundary agreement and was asked by President Mays to put the recommendation in writing.  On a side note, Chad reported that he and B&W would be meeting with the developers of Nordic Investment regarding their lack in completing various items in Homestead Subdivision.

K.  ENGINEERING
1.  Draft Concept (Development) Plan Review Process:  Following a brief discussion, the Trustees agreed to formalize the Concept (Development) Plan Review Process, drafted by B&W, as a Village policy.  With regard to the escrow amounts, it was stated that the Village would like to have latitude regarding the escrow amounts of each development.  Clyde then asked if the Board had given consideration to who should be on the Development Committee.  It was discussed having Baxter & Woodman, Chad Insko, Brian Kunce (SFPD), Andy Phillips and Ken Long (SVPC/ZBA) on the new committee.  President Mays said he would draft a resolution for passage for the new Development Committee.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Becky “to adopted the Concept Plan Review Process, drafted by Village Engineer Baxter & Woodman as a Village policy”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

L.  COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan had nothing to report.

Parks:  Chad asked the Trustees for direction regarding lighting at Ropp Park.  Com Ed could install a light pole at a flat cost of approximately $3,000 or a meter at a cost of $50 per month.  Chad was asked to get more information and the item will be added to the April 9th Board Meeting agenda.

Street & Alleys:  Mike was absent.

Public Works: Chad had nothing additional to report to the Board.

Water & Sewer:  John had nothing to advise the Board.

Ordinance:  Becky had nothing to report.

Finance:  Sue inquired if Anne had gotten information regarding new credit cards for the Village.  Anne stated she got the information and applications from Stillman BancCorp. and gave it to Treasurer Fruin to review.

Clerk:  Anne had nothing.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report to the Trustees.

Economic Development Advisory Committee:  Dan advised the Board that the City of Freeport had not signed the letter of intent for the proposed Trim Rite Plant (hog processing) and asked if they would want to consider pursuing the matter.  It is Dan’s opinion that it would follow the “agriculture theme” the Village wants to pursue.

Stillman Recreation Path Committee:  Chad said that a meeting with Steve Naber (B&W) needs to be scheduled.  The meeting will be held on Wednesday, April 4th at 5:30 p.m. at the Village Hall.

K.  NEW BUSINESS
1. Garage Sale Days: Thursday, May 31st and Friday and Saturday, June 1st –2nd ~  A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the 2007 Village Garage Sale Days”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.  The information will be included in the Spring Village Voice.

2. Village Clean Up Days:  Friday, June 1st, 7 am – 7 pm; Saturday, June 2nd, 7 am – 12 noon; Monday, June 4th 7 am – 7 pm; Friday, June 8th, 7 am – 7 pm and Saturday, June 9th, 7 am – 12 noon ~  A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the 2007 Village Clean Up Days”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.  The information will also be included in the Spring Village Voice.

3. Special Meeting to Review of Closed Session Minutes:  The Board scheduled a Special Meeting in order to review the closed session meeting minutes for Thursday, April 19th at 6:30 p.m.  The Clerk will advise Attorney Henry.  Pizza will also be ordered.
