A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present.  Trustee Lorenz arrived at 7:03 p.m.

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Becky.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”; one (1) absent.

C.  MINUTES OF MAY 14, 2007 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the May 14 Board Meeting Minutes, the following changes were made:

Page 1: F. Garbage Contract Presentation:  “…President Mays stated that there is no formal bid requirement;…”

E.  SECURITY PRESENTATION
Laurie Evens, a representative from Tyco Fire & Safety / ADT was in attendance to speak to the Board about assisting the Village in finding a solution for the Village’s continued vandalism in the parks.  President Mays said that the Village would need to consider:

1. Wireless signal

2. Monitor or stream over the web

3. Cost

4. Card or pin access to buildings

Laurie asked if a member of the Board would be able to show her the different parks in order to give her a better idea of the type of camera system that would work best for the Village.  Nance’ said she would schedule a time to meet with Laurie.  Following discussion, Laurie said she would quote both a wireless system and DVR system.  This would give the Village a comparison.  Laurie will have the quotes for the June 25 Board Meeting.  Laurie thanked the Board for giving her the opportunity to speak to the Board.

F.  SPENDING APPROVAL FOR GENERATOR TRANSFER SWITCH
Chad reported to the Board that the Village of Durand has a brand new generator transfer switch for sale at a cost of $1,500 (retail amount $4,000).  Chad said this switch is needed at Well #3.  Chad also stated that he had been in contact with Fritz Electric, and the cost for material and installation of the transfer switch would be an additional $1,500.  Following discussion, a motion was made by John “to purchase the generator transfer switch along with the necessary material and installation, at a cost not to exceed $3,500”; seconded by Dan.  With no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.  The funds will be taken from Water #3 Capital Expense.
