A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and four (4) trustees were present; two (2) absent, constituting a quorum.  Trustees Nance’ Lorenz and Becky Waltrip arrived at 7:04 p.m. and 7:18 p.m. 

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the June 11th agenda as presented”; seconded by Mike.  Prior to a voice vote, President Mays asked for item J. Engineering to read “No. 070849.20 Wastewater Plant Site” and to be moved following M. Executive Session.  Attorney LeClercq asked for M1. Eminent Domain Litigation ~ Case No. 06 ED 1 to be moved under I. Old Business and to remove M2. Eminent Domain Settlement Offer completely from the agenda. With no additional discussion, an amended motion was made by Dan “to accept the amended agenda for the June 11 Board Meeting, as stated”; seconded by Mike.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF MAY 21 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Dan moved that the “minutes of the May 21st Regular Board Meeting be accepted as presented”; seconded by Nance’.  Motion carried with five (5) “ayes”; one (1) absent.   

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
1.  Illinois State Representative Bob Pritchard was in attendance to update the Trustees with the happenings in Springfield.  Representative Pritchard reported that there is an extended session in order to work on the budget.  With regard to the recent proposal from Developer Gary Erb to annex property into Village limits that is not contiguous to the Village, President Mays asked Pritchard to address this issue.  Pritchard stated that the bill pertaining to this type of situation has been tabled.  The new bill would have more limitations.  The bill has passed in the House and the Senate and will eventually go to the Governor.

2.  Ogle County Sheriff Greg Bietel was in attendance to discuss the possibility of partnering with Stillman Valley for dedicated police service/protection.  Sheriff Bietel said the cost per hour for an officer taking into account expenses for car, training, uniform, salary and benefits would be approximately $62.00 per hour, although the final cost to the Village would be lower.  Mays said the Village is looking at eventually have 20 hours a week for an officer to establish police presence and enforce Village ordinances.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of a long-term partnership with another community.  Attorney LeClercq said that Village Attorney Doug Henry would attempt to meet on June 13, 2007 with Sheriff Bietel and State Attorney Roe regarding the establishment of an intergovernmental agreement.    President Mays said that an intergovernmental agreement would need to be adopted and also a determination as to where the funds to pay for police protection would come from.  It was mentioned the possibility of eventually implementing a “tax” and establishing a “share” arrangement with a neighboring community to help fund the police services.  When asked, Sheriff Bietel said it would take approximately one (1) month to get the adopted intergovernmental agreement in place.  When the amount of fines that the Village would receive from prosecutions was raised, Attorney LeClercq said that the Village has adopted the Illinois Vehicle Code.  Sheriff Bietel thanked the Board for their time and consideration.

E.  GARBAGE CONTRACT PRESENTATION
Larry Moring and Denny Pate (Moring Disposal, Inc.) were in attendance regarding the status of the pending contract.  Larry reported that it is difficult for Moring Disposal to bid the new contract because Moring is uncertain as to the number of homes in the Village.  President Mays said the issue is not a rate increase but the practicality of realistically enforcing the exclusivity of the contract.  Moring Disposal is asking to be the exclusive garbage provider.  According to Moring Disposal figures, approximately 100 homes in the Village use another provider.  President Mays said the issue needs to be finalized.  Denny Pate said that Moring would figure a new contract price and would incorporate Attorney Henry’s recommendations into the proposed contract.  President Mays said the matter would be added to the June 25th Board Meeting agenda.

F.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Copies of the Profit & Loss Report and Bank Account Balances Report were distributed for review.  Treasurer Fruin explained each report.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 31st of May 2007”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes.

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report for the period May 14 through June 10 was distributed.  The 14 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for Village Cleanup Days and cleanup of the tree that fell on the home of Luttrell (238 S. Walnut Street).  A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the 14 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the report were distributed for review.

4.  Monthly Bills
Becky explained distributed reports.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to approve and pay the bills for the month of June”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes

G.  VILLAGE CREDIT CARDS
Treasurer Fruin asked the Board to consider switching Village credit cards from Platinum Plus to Stillman BancCorp.  The Village is being assessed finance charges due to the billing cycle of Platinum Plus and when the Village approves bills each month.  Having the Village credit cards at Stillman BancCorp. would allow the Clerk to walk the payment over.  When asked by Fruin, the Board agreed to allow Chad to have a credit card and no longer be responsible for petty cash.   A motion was made by Nance’ “to cancel the existing Village credit cards with Platinum Plus and switch to Stillman BancCorp.” seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed unanimously with six (6) ‘yes’ votes.

Public Works:  Chad (1) reported he met with Nordic Investment Group regarding the “punch list” of items that need to be corrected in Homestead Subdivision.  Nordic Investment rejected the possibility of “payment in kind”.  President Mays asked Attorney LeClercq to draft a letter to the developer and aggressively pursue getting these items corrected.  Mays also said that as of today, no new building permits would be issued to Homestead Subdivision.  Chad said he would give Attorney LeClercq the list of items needing attention/correction; (2) spoke to Cheri Rosenberger (221 S. Maple Street) regarding the Village acquiring a utility easement for the purpose of underground wiring for the lighting in Ropp Park.  A formal agreement will be drafted by Village legal counsel.

Ordinance:  Becky had nothing additional to report.

Water & Sewer:  John (1) stated he will not be at the June 25th Board Meeting; (2) stated that a neighbor in Daybreak Subdivision had mail taken from their mailbox, opened and thrown in Ropp Park.  John was told to advise the neighbor to contact the SV Postmaster, as tampering with mail is a federal offense.

Finance:  Sue had nothing to report.

Clerk:  Anne (1) advised the Board she would be the Village liaison in the mock nuclear disaster drill to be held on June 20th; (2) reminded the Trustees for their input with the upcoming July publication of the Village Voice.
