A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and four (4) trustees were present.  Trustee Lorenz arrived at 7:13 p.m.

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Sue.  The motion passed with four (4) “aye”; two (2) absent.

C.  MINUTES OF JUNE 11, 2007 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the May 14 Board Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Becky “to accept the meeting minutes from the Mar 14, 2007 Board Meeting as presented”; seconded by Mike.  The motion passed with four (4) “ayes”; two (2) absent.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

None.

E.  MORING DISPOSAL GARBAGE COLLECTION CONTRACT
None.

F.  ADT PRESENTATION
Laurie Evans distributed copies of a quote for security and camera systems for the various parks, well houses, Village Hall and Public Works maintenance building.  The quote included prices for ADT owned equipment and customer (Village) owned equipment.  When asked, Laurie stated that ADT has five (5) command centers located throughout the United States.  Following discussion, the Board agreed that they wanted to further review the material and give it considerate thought.  President Mays said the Board should reach a decision by the first of September.  Laurie thanked the Board for the opportunity to present a quote for consideration.

E.  MORING DISPOSAL GARBAGE COLLECTION CONTRACT, revisited
Larry Moring advised the Board that since the Village was not willing to protect the carrier with an exclusivity clause, Moring Disposal felt there was no need for a contract.  They will continue to bill the resident directly.  The Board thanked Moring for the great service they provide the Village.

G.  ORDINANCE
1.  No. 708 ~ Sewer Service Rate Established:  Mays stated that the creation of this Sewer Connection Improvement Fund is to cover the rehabilitation, repair, replacement and/or renovation of connections between the sewer main and the property line.  Connections on private property are the sole responsibility of the property owner and are not covered by this fund.  A surcharge of $6.00 per water meter per month will be assessed on the water and sewer bill.  The Sewer Connection Improvement Fund will be kept and accounted for separately from other funds and used solely for the purposes as set.  The Superintendent of Public Works will make an annual assessment of the connection improvement needs for sewer service and will make a recommendation to the Village Board, including the following: (1) The amount of funds to be expended based on anticipated revenue from this ordinance; (2) The amount of funds to be held in reserve as a contingency in the event that work must be completed on an urgent or emergency basis; (3) The general scope of work proposed over the course of the fiscal year based on the condition of sewer services.  The Village Board shall accept or reject the recommendation of the Director of Public Works in its entirety to allow the expenditure of funds for sewer connection improvements.  In no event shall the Director of Public Works propose expenditures in excess of projected revenue for the fiscal year.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to adopt Village Ordinance 708 Sewer Service Rate Established as presented, effective with the August 2007 (July usage) water/sewer billing”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  The Clerk will speak to Randy about modifying the current water/sewer billing program to accommodate the additional surcharge.

2.  No. 709 ~ Prevailing Wage:  Copies of the 2007 Prevailing Wage Ordinance were distributed for review by the Board.  A motion was made by Dan to “adopt Village Ordinance 709, Prevailing Wage”; seconded by Nance’.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  The Clerk will forward certified copies to the Secretary of State and the Illinois Department of Labor.
3.  Zoning for Agriculture:  It is the understanding of the entire Board from Village legal counsel that zoning for agriculture will be covered under “special use”.

H.  UTILITY TAX RENEWAL
President Mays said the utility tax, implemented two (2) years ago, should be reviewed yearly.  The Trustees in attendance were in agreement to continue with the tax.  A motion was made by Nance’, “to re-approve the utility tax for an additional year”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

I.  2007 / 2008 APPROPRIATIONS

Mays said he had met with Chad and not many changes to revenue and expenses are expected.  The ordinance needs to be passed by the last meeting in July.  Mays said he would have an ordinance for the Trustees to consider at the July 9th Board Meeting.  The topic will be added to the agenda.

J.  APPROVAL FOR SPENDING

1.  Overlay on Sunbeam Court in Daybreak Subdivision:  Chad stated to the Board that this project was part of his 5-year street program.  Chad has received a quote from Rockford Blacktop Construction for $14,892.00 to overlay Sunbeam Court.  Chad reported that the developer for Cardinal View Condominiums was willing to give a $1,500.00 escrow check to the Village to cover damages done to Sunbeam Court during the early construction process.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Mike “to approve Rockford Blacktop Construction Company to overlay Sunbeam Court in Daybreak Subdivision at a cost not to exceed $15,000.00”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) ‘”yes” votes; one (1) absent.

K.  POLICE COVERAGE ~ INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
Jim reported that Village Attorney Doug Henry had discussed with Sheriff Bietel of Ogle County Sheriff’s Department the agreement, and was asking for the agreement to be brought to the Board for action.  The Intergovernmental Agreement will give the Village police coverage and protection at a cost of $40.00 for 20 hours per week.  Discussion was held having the agreement be reviewed yearly by the Trustees.  

Attorney Henry’s office prepared Village Ordinance 710, An Ordinance Relating to an Agreement for Police and Prosecutorial Services.  A motion was made by Becky “to adopt Village Ordinance 710, effective July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) ‘”yes” votes; one (1) absent.

A second motion was made by Dan “to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for Police and Prosecutorial Services, as presented and prepared by Village legal counsel”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) ‘”yes” votes; one (1) absent.

The Clerk will give Attorney Henry a copy of the signed Village Ordinance 710.

L.  DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE
Clyde reported that at the June 19, 2007 SVPC / ZBA Reconvened Public Hearing for the proposed Subdivision Ordinance, Village legal counsel recommends that the sections pertaining to transition fees be removed from the ordinance.  Legal counsel has reviewed Illinois case law regarding the imposition of such a fee and it is their recommendation that such a transition fee is not legal and it is their strong recommendation that the Village not include the fees of any other entities (Stillman Fire Protection District, Meridian Community Unit District #223, Julia Hull District Library) in the proposed ordinance.  The statute is very specific regarding fees that can be assessed.  Discussion was held having an intergovernmental agreement, along with an indemnification agreement, with each of the entities as a way to protect the Village.  The recommendation from the SVPC / ZBA will be on the July 9th agenda, as Attorney Henry wanted to be present.

Public Works: Chad reported that B&W is doing the final draft for the utility easement for Cheri Rosenberger (221 S. Maple Street).  The resident agreed to “payment in kind”.  The Public Works will be removing the bushes, etc.

Water & Sewer:  John was absent.

Ordinance:  Becky had nothing to report.

Finance:  Sue was contacted by Darrell Ropp (204 E. Pershing Street) regarding the clothing boxes for charity at the Marathon Gas Station.  There are clothing bags/boxes surrounding the donation box and it looks terrible.  Mays said he would speak with the owners regarding the matter.

Clerk:  Anne asked for those individuals who would be going on the B&W dinner cruise on July 13th.  She needs to mail the replay cards by the end of the week.

The Executive Session Meeting shall include President Jim Mays, Clerk Anne Dorn, Trustees Sue Carpenter, Nance’ Lorenz, Becky Waltrip, Mike Musso and Dan Watson and Superintendent of Public Works Chad Insko.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.
