A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. with all Trustees present and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The Clerk stated that she received a message from Board President Jim Mays earlier in the day that he would be unable to attend the Board Meeting due to traveling for business.  A motion was made by Mike “to appoint Nance’ Lorenz as President Pro-Tem for this Board Meeting”; seconded by Sue.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”; one (1) abstain.

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Becky.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF JULY 9, 2007 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the July 9 Board Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Sue “to accept the meeting minutes from the July 9th Board Meeting as presented”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.

D.  MINUTES OF JULY 16 SPECIAL BOARD MEETING
Following review of the July 16 Special Board Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Becky “to accept the meeting minutes from the July 16th Special Board Meeting as presented”; seconded by Mike.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.

E.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

1.  Boy Scout Allen Moritz from Troop 315 was in attendance as a requirement for his Communications Badge.

 2.  Erich Huber (114 S. Maple Street) was in attendance to report to the Board that he recently purchased the Furniture Medic building, located at 129 E. Roosevelt.  Erich will be establishing a custom car and hotrod building business.  Erich asked the Trustees if he would need Board approval for the new business.  The Trustees told Erich “no” and welcomed Erich’s new business to the Village.

3.  Moring Disposal General Manager Denny Pate was in attendance regarding the high number of telephone calls Moring Disposal had recently received.  Denny said he thought concerned residents would be at the meeting regarding the price increase and loss of yard waste pickup service with the provider.  Denny stated that Moring Disposal is willing to negotiate with the Village on a new contract if the Village is willing to offer exclusivity to the provider in addition to the Village Clerk handling the garbage billing for the residents in Stillman.  When asked if Moring Disposal has a problem with Village residents paying their garbage bill, Denny said it was something he would need to look into.  Denny was also asked if the Clerk would be compensated for handling this additional task.  Denny said it would need to be discussed.  The Trustees agreed that a meeting between Denny and several Board Members should be scheduled to further discuss the matter.

4.  Darlene Watts (227 E. Roosevelt) was in attendance regarding several items:

· Surprised over the $6.00 sewer improvement surcharge.  Darlene was given further clarification regarding the establishment of this new charge.

· Inquired about the utility tax and the length of time residents would remain taxed for the utilities.  The Trustees explained that the utility tax is reviewed annually to determine if the tax should continue.  Darlene said she was given the impression the utility tax was only going to be for a one (1) year period.

· Stressed her dismay over the Moring Disposal price increase and discontinuation of lawn waste pickup.

5.  Brian Moritz (father of Boy Scout Allen Moritz) asked if the Board had considered a “community recycle bin”.

F.  RECOMMENDATION FROM SVPC / ZBA REGARDING PETITION FOR ZONING CHANGE FOR THE FIVE (5) PARCELS OF PROPERTY
President Pro-Tem and the Trustees agreed that in the absence of President Mays and Village Attorney Doug Henry to table this item until the August 13 Board Meeting because of the importance of the matter.  Sue also asked the Trustees to review the meeting minutes of January 22, 2007 with regard to the Baxter & Woodman Work Order 070056.80 ~ Behmer, Gale, Lindberg Annexation.  Sue said that someone should follow-up regarding this.  A motion was made by Becky “to table the recommendation from the SVPC / ZBA regarding the petition for zoning change for the five (5) parcels of property until the August 13, 2007 Board Meeting”; seconded by Sue Carpenter.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.

1.  No. 712 ~ 2007 / 2008 Appropriations:  President Pro-Tem Lorenz stated the 2007 / 2008 appropriations for the Village needs to be approved by the last meeting in July.  Discussion was held and Sue said that at the July 16 Special Meeting it was stated that under W/S #3 Depreciation Account ~ Water, #851 Rebuild Well #2 should be changed to “Improvement”.  With no further changes, a motion was made by Dan “to approve Village Ordinance 712, 2007 / 2008 Appropriations, with the noted change”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes.
