A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and all trustees were present.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the August 13th agenda as presented”; seconded by Becky.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF JULY 23 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Sue moved that the “minutes of the July 23rd Regular Board Meeting be accepted as presented”; seconded by John.  Motion carried with six (6) “ayes”.   

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
None.

E.  RECOMMENDATION OF SVPC / ZBA REGARDING PETITION FOR ZONING CHANGE FOR THE FIVE (5) PARCELS OF PROPERTY

President Mays said the Trustees had received the SVPC / ZBA recommendation pertaining to the petition for zoning change for the five (5) parcels of property.  Jim stated that four (4) of the parcels of property were requesting R-1 Single Family, which is the most restrictive.  There are no current plans to develop the properties and this is a good opportunity for the Village to retain local control.  Mays said that the SVPC / ZBA made recommendations to the Village Board that the four (4) petition requests to rezone the properties from Agriculture to R-1 Single Family, contingent upon an annexation agreement; and the one (1) petition request to rezone the property from Manufacturing to M-1 Manufacturing, contingent upon an annexation agreement.

A motion was made by Sue “to approve the zoning change to R-1 Single Family for Petitioners’ Wesley Lindberg, William Soderberg, Britt Soderberg, John Lindberg, Susan Lindberg, Sally Lindberg and Erik Lindberg for the 551 acres of property and as recommended by the SVPC / ZBA, contingent upon an annexation agreement.” ; seconded by Becky.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion was passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Sue “to approve the zoning change to R-1 Single Family for Petitioners’ Deryl Behmer and Carolyn Behmer for the 222 acres of property and as recommended by the SVPC / ZBA, contingent upon an annexation agreement.”; seconded by Becky.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion was passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Sue “to approve the zoning change to R-1 Single Family for Petitioners’ Robert Behmer and Melissa Behmer for 440’ x 680’ (6.87) acres of property and as recommended by the SVPC / ZBA, contingent upon an annexation agreement.”; seconded by Becky.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion was passed unanimously.  

A motion was made by Becky “to approve the zoning change to R-1 Single Family for Petitioners’ Peter Gale and Cynthia Gale for 120 acres of property and as recommended by the SVPC / ZBA, contingent upon an annexation agreement.”; seconded by John.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion was passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Becky “to approve the zoning change to M-1 Manufacturing for Petitioners’ Roger Carlson and Bradley Cain for 352.00’ x 286.77’ (2.317) acres of property and as recommended by the SVPC / ZBA, contingent upon an annexation agreement.”; seconded by Mike.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion was passed unanimously.

The Petitioners in attendance thanked the Board for the opportunity.
F.  ATTORNEY GARY GEHLBACH REGARDING TRUSTEE OPINION FOR PETITION FOR ZONING CHANGE (8032 E. WILDWOOD ROAD, SV)

The Board received a copy of an Application for Map Amendment (Rezoning) submitted to the Ogle County Planning & Zoning Department from Attorney Gehlbach on behalf of his clients Donald Allemang and Glennyce Allemang.  The property located at 8032 E. Wildwood Road, Stillman Valley, is within the 1-1/2 mile radius of the Village. Attorney Gehlbach is looking for Board opinion regarding having his clients rezone this property to R-2 and develop this property, which is currently farmland into a single-family residential rural subdivision.  Attorney Henry stated that the Board could object to this petition by passing and submitting a written resolution stating the Board of Trustee’s objection to the map amendment.  The resolution would be filed with the Ogle County Clerks office.  The Board was in agreement that the development would have a large impact on the school system and the Board is not in favor of spot-development.  A motion was made by Dan “to oppose map amendment for pin number 05-25-300-009 for 8032 E. Wildwood Road, Stillman Valley”; seconded by Becky.  Discussion was held.  Before a voice vote was given, Dan amended his original motion to include, “authorizing Attorney Henry to prepare the Resolution opposing this map amendment for Village President’s signature”; seconded by Becky.  With no further discussion, roll was called and the motion passed unanimously.

G.  VEOLIA GARBAGE COLLECTION CONTRACT PRESENTATION
Cris Manley, General Manager, at Veolia was in attendance to present a Proposal for Service for the Village to consider.  Cris stated that Veolia had received approximately 50 telephone calls from Village residents over the recent changes with Moring Disposal Service (current Village garbage provider).  Veolia would like to work with Stillman Valley and make service affordable to residents.  Cris stated that Veolia had been delaying in establishing new service for Village residents, should the Board come to an agreement on a new contract with Moring Disposal.  President Mays stated that the Board has had recent good-faith discussions with Moring Disposal and although no contract had been signed, it appeared that a new contract agreement would be reached between the Village and Moring Disposal.  Cris thanked the Board for their time and consideration.

H.  MORING DISPOSAL
President Mays gave an overview of the new contract, which will include a $12.00 per resident for two (2) cans, recycling service and lawn refuse collection, service exclusivity with Moring Disposal, and Village will do the billing.  Attorney Henry stated he had not had the opportunity to review the submitted contract, but will have completed his review by the August 27th Board Meeting.  The topic will be added to the August 27th agenda.  Mays also addressed the option of adding an “administrative cost” to the garbage bill.  Denny stated that Moring Disposal is very appreciative for continuing to offer service throughout the Village.

Nance’ left the meeting at 7:56 p.m. due to not feeling well.
E.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Copies of the Profit & Loss Report and Profit & Loss Budget versus Actual (May – July 2007) were distributed for review. Randy stated that the Village had received the first installment of property taxes.  Randy also said that the 2007 / 2008 appropriations would need to be amended as the year progresses.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Mike “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 31st of July 2007”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report for the period July 9 through August 5 was distributed.  The 6 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for water and sewer main repairs.  A motion was made by Dan “to approve the 6 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the report were distributed for review.  

4.  Monthly Bills
The following additions were added to the August bills to be paid:

· Stillman Fire Protection District ~ $665.00 ~ ESDA Fund (2-457)

· Cornerstone Embroidery ~$90.00 ~ Fall Festival Banners

Discussion was held regarding the $3,000 invoice from Municipal Well & Pump.  With Chad being absent, the Board asked for the approval of this invoice be added to the August 27th Board Meeting.

With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to approve and pay the bills for the month of August, with the noted revisions”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

J.  SPENDING APPROVAL
John stated that Chad wanted to purchase a clean blower for the Village.  This blower keeps toxic gases out of holes when the Public Works Department is working on water and sewer repairs.  A motion was made by John “to approve the purchase of a new clean blower at a price not to exceed $1,200.00”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

K.  VILLAGE CREDIT CARDS

a.  Motion Authorizing Village President, Village Clerk and Superintendent of Public Works to a Village Credit Card with a Spending Limit of $2,500 for Village President and Village Clerk and $1,000 for Superintendent of Public Works
b.  Motion Authorizing Village Attorney to Draft a Letter to the Stillman BancCorp Advising that the Representatives of the Village are Legally Within the Means to use a Village Credit Card
The Clerk stated that Tom Hughes from Stillman BancCorp. contacted her regarding the new business credit cards the Village received.  Tom asked if the Village Board meeting minutes could reflect the spending limit for each the Village President, Village Clerk and Superintendent of Public Works.  Tom also asked if the Village Attorney could forward a letter to him advising that as legal counsel for the Village the representatives with the credit cards are legally within the means of the Village to use the credit card.  A motion was made by Sue “to approve the $2,500 credit card spending limit for the Village President, $2,500 credit card spending limit for Village Clerk and $1,000 credit card spending limit for the Superintendent of Public Works as requested by Stillman BancCorp.”; seconded by Becky.  With no further discussion, roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  A second motion was made by Becky “to authorize Attorney Henry to forward a letter to Tom Hughes at Stillman BancCorp. advising the bank that representatives of the Village of Stillman Valley are legally within the means of the Village to use a Village credit card.”; seconded by Sue.  With no further discussion, roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

I. MONTHLY REPORTS, WATER & SEWER USAGE AND BILLINGS, revisited

Discussion was held regarding the residential delinquent water/sewer report.  The Board agreed that an “Aging Report” should be generated based on two (2) conditions: (1) residents greater than 60 days with no payment; or (2) delinquent amount greater than $150.  It was also discussed having the first step of action against the resident be sending the resident a shut-off letter and the second step having a lien placed on the property.  Attorney Henry said he would forward to Becky a copy of Pecatonica’s ordinance regarding the matter.  Becky said she would have an ordinance for consideration by the Board at an upcoming meeting.

L.  RECOMMENDATION OF SVPC / ZBA REGARDING PROPOSED VILLAGE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE

President Mays read the motion made by SVPC / ZBA Member Larry Knott at the June 19, 2007 Reconvened Public Hearing regarding the proposed subdivision ordinance: “…to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees to pass this subdivision ordinance, with strong recommendation by Village legal counsel to eliminate the sections pertaining to impact fees for the Meridian Community Unit District, Stillman Fire Protection District and the Julia Hull District Library”.  The motion was seconded by Member John Dotzel…”  

M.  ORDINANCE 

1.  No. 711 ~ Subdivision Regulations:  Clyde Wakefield advised the Board that B&W followed the recommendations made by the SVPC / ZBA, Superintendent of Public Works and Attorney Henry.  Following discussion, Attorney Henry recommended approving the subdivision regulations ordinance as presented.  Changes to this ordinance can be made in the future.  Attorney Henry also recommended the next step for the Village would be to address the zoning code.  Discussion was also held regarding the importance of focusing on the Design and Standards Manual.  The Board asked Clyde to submit the necessary work orders for both items.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Becky “to adopt Village Ordinance 711, amending Title 5 Subdivision Regulations of the Village Code of Stillman Valley”; seconded by Mike.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

N.  RESOLUTION

1.  No. 2007-4: 2007 Fall Festival:  The presented resolution is needed by IDOT for the September 23, 2007 Fall Festival Parade.  The resolution is needed, as a portion of Roosevelt (Route 72) will be used for the parade route.  There will be no detour this year, as there will be planned interruptions in the route to accommodate through traffic on Roosevelt.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to adopt Resolution 2007-4 for the 2007 Stillman Valley Fall Festival parade route”; seconded by John.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”.  Anne will forward a copy of the resolution, along with a copy of insurance to IDOT.

O.  EAST END RESTAURANT AND BAR
Attorney Henry reported that Chad had asked him to review the annexation agreements between the East End and the Village.  The East End Restaurant and Bar have recently had some serious septic problems and wanted the Village to pay for the matter.  The owner agrees he is responsible for payment to have the septic rectified.

P.  WASTEWATER D.O. COMPLIANCE WORK ORDER

Clyde presented B&W Work Order 070035.40, WWTP DO Compliance Design for consideration by the Trustees.  Clyde gave a review of the work order: Special Condition 11 of the new NPDES Permit for the Village’s WWTP requires the Village to brings its wastewater treatment plant into compliance with a new effluent limit for dissolved oxygen (DO) by August 1, 2008.  This work order is the second task required by Special Condition 11: the preparation of drawings and an application to the IEPA for a construction and operation permit.  A motion was made by Sue “to approve Baxter & Woodman Work Order 070035.40 as presented”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

On a side note, Attorney Henry reported he had received a contract from US Cellular, which he will review.

Q.  LETTER OF CREDIT REDUCTION REQUEST ~ CARDINAL VIEW CONDOS

A copy of the letter mailed to Developer Denny Harms was distributed.  In the letter, Chad stated he had reviewed the developer’s request for a reduction of the Letter of Credit that is posted for the Cardinal View Condominiums.  In the letter Chad also stated that one (1) item remains incomplete.  With the inclusion of this item, the subtotal changes to $40,670.00; the 10% contingency to $4,067.00 and the total revised Letter of Credit to $44,670.00.  Allowing for one (1) reduction in the amount of $173,792.00.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to approve the Letter of Credit Reduction as submitted”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

R.  OLD BUSINESS
1.  Water and Sewer Projects:  Nothing.

2.  Village Growth:  Nothing.

3. Eminent Domain Litigation ~ Case No. 06 ED 1:  Attorney Henry reported that the motion to stay proceedings was granted.  Attorney Henry has filed a motion to reconsider in order to protect the Village’s rights.  

S.  ENGINEERING

Nothing additional.

T. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan had nothing new to report to the Board.  However, Mike reported to the Board the recent port-a-potty tip over incident at Recreation Park.  The Clerk was asked to contact Stan’s Can to see if the Village would be billed for any damages.  If so, the Village will go after the parents of the delinquents for reimbursement of damages done.

Parks & Police:  Nance’ left early.

Street & Alleys:  Mike had nothing additional.

Public Works:  Chad was absent.

Ordinance:  Becky (1) asked the Board and Employees to start using the presented Expense Reports she generated; (2) inquired about the new business Erich Huber (114 S. Maple Street) wants to open in the former Furniture Medic building.  Erich attended the July 23rd Board Meeting to discuss the hotrod shop (building, repair and painting) he would like to open.  After further reviewing the Village Code, it appeared to Becky that it was determined it may be a non-permitted use (5B-4-2(B).  President Mays said he would draft a letter to Erich explaining the matter and ask him to provide further description.

Water & Sewer:  John had nothing to report.

Finance:  Sue reminded the Board that at the January 22, 2007 Board Meeting, B&W presented Work Order 070056.80 ~ Behmer, Gale, Lindberg Annexation.  A motion was made stating, “to approve B&W Work Order 070056.80 ~ Behmer, Gale, Lindberg Development ~ contingent upon the property owners submitting a written letter of intent and establishing an escrow account for engineering and legal services.”  Sue said to-date, the Village has spent approximately $2,700 in engineering/legal fees pertaining to this annexation.  Attorney Henry said Sue had contacted me regarding the matter.  Since these five (5) parcels of property have no development plans, Sue was questioning if the original motion should be modified to reflect that no escrow account would be needed due to no development of the property is to be done since the minutes are a matter of public record.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Sue “to modify the original B&W Work Order 070056.80, dated January 2007, to eliminate the establishment of an escrow account for engineering and legal services”; seconded by Becky.  With no additional discussion, roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

Clerk:  Anne had nothing.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report. 

Economic Development Advisory Commission:  Nothing.

Stillman Recreation Path Committee:  Becky reported that she and Nance’ will be meeting with the Byron Forest Preserve on August 20 to make a presentation.
