A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) trustee was absent.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed five (5) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 21, 2006 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Becky moved that the “minutes of the September 21st Regular Meeting be accepted”; motion seconded by Sue.  Motion carried with five (5) “ayes”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
None.

G.  MORING DISPOSAL PRICE INCREASE
Denny Pate, General Manager of Moring Disposal (Forreston) was in attendance asking the Board to consider approving a $1.69 per home per month increase, effective November 1, 2006.  The price increase will increase the trash set out limit included with the current program to two (2) 30-gallon bags or containers.  Denny stated that Moring Disposal did a company wide review of residential work and deemed it necessary to increase the cost to cover expenses (i.e. fuel costs).  Both Attorney Henry and President Mays said they would like to review the current contract with Moring Disposal before approving the rate increase.  The Clerk will forward Attorney Henry a copy of the contract for his review.  Nance’ stated that Moring Disposal offers a much better recycling program than other providers.  The matter will be added to the October 23rd Board Meeting agenda.
E.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Randy distributed copies of the Treasurer’s Report, the Profit & Loss Report and Bank Account Balance Report for review. Randy stated that the total for Village petty cash is $300 ($100 Chad, $100 Anne and $100 Nance’).  However, Village records show the petty cash as $350.00.  Randy said he would contact the auditor to determine the appropriate way to adjust the records.  Following explanation, a motion was made by Sue “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 30th of September 2006”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report from September 4 through October 1 was distributed for review.  The 4 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for Fall Festival activities.  A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the 4 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes.

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the Water & Sewer Usage and Billings report were distributed for review.  

4.  Monthly Bills
A Bill Detail Report and Credit Card Detail Report were generated for review.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the bills for the month of October”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

F.  SVPC / ZBA MEMBER APPOINTMENT

President Mays introduced Andy Phillips (209 First Street) to the Board.  Jim said he would like to nominate Andy to fill the vacancy on the Planning Commission / Zoning Board of Appeals.  Andy said he is 24 years old, recently married and a life-long resident of Stillman Valley.  Union Pacific Railroad employs him.  Andy said he was interested in being involved with the SVPC / ZBA because he is curious as to the direction the Village of Stillman Valley is going.  Jim said he feels Andy would be a good addition to the Commission.  A motion was made by Dan “to appoint Andy Phillips to the SV Planning Commission / Zoning Board of Appeals”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  Mays said he would like to schedule a get-together of both the SVPC / ZBA and Board of Trustees.  Dan said that the Comprehensive Plan would soon be ready for review and thought that might be an opportunity for everyone to meet.

G.  MORING DISPOSAL
Discussed earlier.

H.  ORDINANCES
1.  No. 699 – Parking Restrictions:  This ordinance amends 10-2-3(A) Parking Restrictions of the Village Code Book by removing the following paragraphs: “There shall be only fifteen (15) minute parking from four o’clock (4:00) P.M. to seven o’clock (7:00) P.M. on Fridays on the first four (4) parking spaces on the west side of Walnut Street, south of Main Street.” And “There shall be fifteen (15) minute parking for customers at 110 West Main Street from four o’clock (4:00) P.M. to eight o’clock (8:00) P.M. on Fridays and Saturdays.”  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to adopt Village Ordinance 699 Parking Restrictions, as stated”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

2.  No. 700 – Reimbursement Policy:  This ordinance amends 1-7-14 Reimbursement Policy of the Village Code Book. The amended ordinance states: “Payment for mileage to and from Stillman Valley at forty five ($0.45) per mile”.  President Mays stated that the IRS establishes this reimbursement amount.  A motion was made by Nance’ “to adopt Village Ordinance 700 Reimbursement Policy, as stated”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

3.  No. 701 – Line of Credit:  This ordinance renews the line of credit from Stillman Bank for a one (1) year period for the amount of $50,000 to fund construction and related costs for refurbishing Well #2 and for additional improvements to the sewer and water system of the Village.  The interest rate if 4.5% APR.  A motion was made by Dan “to adopt Village Ordinance 702 Line of Credit, as stated”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

I.  OLD BUSINESS
Water and Sewer Projects:  Attorney Henry reported on the status of the eminent domain lawsuit.  Attorney David Smith has entered his appearance for Joan Glendenning.  The matter is set for first status on November 9, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. in Courtroom 204.  Attorney Henry reports that written discovery is being prepared and his office will be filing a lis pendens on the property at issue.  With regard to the eminent domain matter, a motion was made by Becky “to authorize Attorney Henry to send a letter to Attorney David Smith regarding the eminent domain lawsuit”; seconded by Mike.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent

2.  Village Growth:  Jim said he felt the Public Meeting on Saturday, October 7th at the SFPD regarding the proposed ethanol plant was overall positive.  The Trustees agreed that additional Public Meetings should be scheduled once American Ethanol has had the opportunity to provide answers to the questions addressed by the public.  Mays said that the Village Board needs to consider all the facts regarding the ethanol plant and remain impartial.

J.  ENGINEERING
Proposed Work Orders:

1.  No. 060970: Subdivision Ordinance:  Mays stated the project description for this work order from Baxter & Woodman will be to review and update the Village’s subdivision ordinance, including procedures and standards.  The work order is not to exceed $9,450.00.  A motion was made by Dan “to approve Work Order 060970”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

2.  No. 060971: Bicycle and Pedestrian Path Master Plan Project:  Jim said he would like to hold off approving this work order until the grant writers have had an opportunity to research the matter further.  Jim would like the Meridian Community Unit District to contribute financially as well to the project.  In Jim’s opinion, a grant would be needed in order to commence with this project.  Steve Naber (Baxter & Woodman) said that the grant deadline that the Village might be eligible for is March 1, 2007.  Following additional discussion, a motion was made by Becky “to table Work Order 060964 until the October 23, 2006 Board Meeting”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  The item will be added to the October 23 agenda.

3.  No. 061211.90: Homestead Subdivision Sidewalks:  Chad reported that that the contractor and developer of Homestead Subdivision have strayed significantly with the design of the subdivision.  Due to not following standards, problems have developed with the sidewalks and drainage ditch.  This work order will provide the Village and the Homestead Subdivision contractor with a workable, engineered sidewalk design along Countryside Drive and the drainage ditch street crossings of Heritage Drive and Westfield Drive.  Discussion was held regarding having Attorney Henry draft a letter advising the developer / contractor that they are not complying with the standards and as a result needs to be re-engineered, and Village is not responsible for paying.  Until the matter is rectified, no additional building permits will be issued.  The matter will be further discussed at a later date.

K. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan had nothing to report to the Board.

Parks & Police:  Nance’ asked Chad to shut off the drinking fountains in the parks for the season.  Chad said that all the picnic tables had been removed as well.  This week (October 9th) should be Ron Lentz last week for the year.

Street & Alleys:  Mike said that the Street & Alley and Water & Sewer have yet to schedule their October Committee Meeting.

Public Works: Chad had nothing to report.

Ordinance:  Becky had nothing additional to report.

Water & Sewer:  John was absent.

Finance:  Sue had nothing to report.

Clerk:  Anne advised the Board that she would be out of the office for several hours on Wednesday, October 11th.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report. 

Economic Development Advisory Commission:  Dave stated that Mike Reibel should have a rough final draft of the Comprehensive Plan soon.  A special meeting will be scheduled to give the SVPC / ZBA their manuals for review.  Dan also said that a Resolution would have to be adopted establishing the Comprehensive Plan.  The EDAC would like the plan to be re-reviewed every 18 months.

L.  NEW BUSINESS
Mike inquired about selling liquor on Sundays and also the status of residents cleaning up their properties.
