A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.  Trustee Nance’ Lorenz arrived at 7:03 p.m.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Sue.  The motion passed with six (6) “aye”.

C.  MINUTES OF OCTOBER 9, 2006 REGULAR MEETING 

Becky moved that the minutes of the October 9th Regular Meeting be accepted as written; motion seconded by Mike.  Motion carried with six (6) “aye”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

Albert Levingston was in attendance as part of his Boy Scout requirements.

E.  MORING DISPOSAL CONTRACT REVIEW AND PRICE INCREASE

President Mays stated he had received correspondence from Attorney Henry following his review of the Moring Disposal contract with regard to Moring’s proposed price increase.  The price increase would be $1.69 per house per month, with an additional 30 gallon bag.  Attorney Henry stated that the language was sufficiently vague enough for Moring to implement a price increase.  The current contract with Moring expires on March 31, 2007.  Jim said it was his understanding that no formal motion was needed by the Board to approve this price increase.  Jim said he would have the topic on the November 13th agenda for Attorney Henry to further clarify.

F.  OLD BUSINESS
1a.  Water/Sewer Projects:  When asked, Chad reported that it was too wet to excavate the drainage ditch at John Dotzel’s home (137 W. Grant Street).  Chad is anticipating completing the project in two (2) weeks.

2a.  Village Growth:  Jim reported that a property owner contiguous to the Village, who has expressed interest in annexing into Village limits, had contacted him.  Jim will be scheduling a meeting to discuss a pre-annexation agreement.

G.  ENGINEERING
1.  090971 – Bicycle / Pedestrian Path Master Plan:  A motion was made by Nance’ “to take the tabled engineering work order, regarding the bicycle and pedestrian path master plan, from the October 9th Board Meeting off the table”; seconded by Mike.  Motion passed with six (6) “ayes”.  In discussion, Jim stated he had spoken to the grant writer.  They will be forwarding a contract for the Village and Attorney Henry to review and consider.  The grant the Village may be eligible for is valued at $8,200.00. Dead line for grant completion is March 2007 and July 2007.   Mays further stated that the grant writer has been very successful in assisting the Meridian Community Unit #223 in securing grants.  It was also mentioned that Marion Township has expressed interest in creating a recreation path. Mike said he would contact the appropriate people with Marion Township. It was also addressed about communicating with other municipalities who have created recreation paths for guidance and insight.  When asked, Jim said that some money had been appropriated for this.  He would need to contact Treasurer Fruin for the exact amount.  With no more discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to proceed with the bicycle and pedestrian master plan (Baxter & Woodman Project No. 060971), with an amount not to exceed $8,200.00”; seconded by Becky.

Water & Sewer:  John inquired about a privacy fence with the new Cardinal View condo project.  It was reiterated that the residents were unable to make a decision and will be working directly with the developer on the matter.

Clerk:  Anne asked if the Village would like to sponsor a playoff football game on WRHL at a cost of $35.00 per game.  Nance’ made a motion “to sponsor a playoff football game on WRHL at a cost of $35.00 per game”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed unanimously.

Economic Development Advisory Committee:  Dan reported that Mike Reibel completed the rough draft of the Comprehensive Plan.  There will be a dinner meeting on Monday, October 30th, where each member of the Board, SVPC/ZBA and EDAC will receive a copy for review.  Concerns/suggestions will be given to Mike Reibel.  The Board asked for the Clerk to contact Superintendent Bob Prusator and invite him to attend the meeting as well.

2.  Jim asked Becky to research Ogle County’s regulations with regarding to selling alcohol on Sundays (i.e. hours). Jim mentioned considering modifying current Village ordinance with respect to time to sell on Sundays. Becky will report at an upcoming meeting.
