A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and all trustees were present.  Since the Clerk was out sick, a motion was made by Mike “to appoint Nance’ Lorenz as the Clerk for the November 13, 2006 Board Meeting”; seconded by Becky.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”. 

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Dan “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by John.  The motion passed six (6) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF OCTOBER 31, 2006 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Becky moved that the “minutes of the October 31st Regular Meeting be accepted”; motion seconded by Sue.  Motion carried with six (6) “ayes”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
None.

E.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Randy distributed copies of the Treasurer’s Report, the Profit & Loss Report and Bank Account Balance Report for review. Randy stated that the Village needs to watch spending as some accounts are getting close.  Randy further stated that that 2006/2007 appropriations will need to be amended.  Following explanation, a motion was made by Sue “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 31st of October 2006”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes.  

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report was distributed for review.  The 4 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for water main repairs.  A motion was made by Sue “to approve the 4 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion unanimously.  It was mentioned to add to the November 27th agenda discussion regarding employee’s time usage.

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the Water & Sewer Usage and Billings report were distributed for review.  

4.  Monthly Bills
A Bill Detail Report and Credit Card Detail Report were generated for review.  With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to approve the bills for the month of November”; seconded by Nance’.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes.

F.  NORDIC INVESTMENT GROUP

James and Kim Smeja were in attendance regarding the November 8, 2006 letter they received from Village Attorney Doug Henry.  The letter stated that Homestead Subdivision is non-compliant with various provisions of the Village Subdivision Code.  Due to these provisions, the Village Board directed that no further building permits be issued until the issues are rectified.  Baxter & Woodman compiled a list of issues:

1. The grading along the east side of the ditch, adjacent to Countryside Drive, as well as the slopes from Heritage and Westfield down to the culvert headwalls are too steep to facilitate sidewalk construction per the approved subdivision plan.

2. The twin culvert headwalls on Heritage are not symmetrical in the street right-of-way, causing part of the slope issue for sidewalk construction on the north side of the street.

3. As to Lot 40, there is a continuation of the partially completed sidewalk to the east along Heritage, which will require some design work to establish suitable grades and/or alignment shift to allow construction.  Also, given the headwall issue and adjacent steep side slopes, some type of handrail or fence will likely be necessary to provide pedestrian passage past the drop off.

4. Further, as to Lot 40, the current ditch grading appears to preclude completing the sidewalk along Countryside Drive per the plan.  Alteration of ditch grading, possibly combined with a shift in sidewalk alignment appears necessary.

The letter further stated that Superintendent of Public Works Chad Insko has observed the following items and believes they need to be addressed:

1. Repairs to the asphalt binder course

2. Various hydrants need height adjustment

3. Some sidewalk sections are missing

4. Some ADA curb ramps are missing or not installed

5. At least one (1) storm drain is not to the proper grade

6. A water main valve extension is broken

7. Some street light poles are not plumb

8. Some of the valve boxes are not to proper grade and not plumb

9. The street name signage is inconsistently installed.

Nordic Investment Group said that communication needs to be kept open to get things resolved.  They will meet with their engineering firm to get the items settled.

G.  MORING DISPOSAL CONTRACT REVIEW AND PRICE INCREASE
Denny Pate, General Manager of Moring Disposal (Forreston) was in attendance asking the Board to consider approving an increase.  Moring Disposal is offering a $1.00 increase for the rest of the year.  The contract between Moring Disposal and the Village expires April 1, 2007.  Attorney Henry recommended the Village having a new contract with the provider.
H.  DUMP TRUCK PURCHASE
Chad reported to the Board that the Marion Township is selling their 5-yard dump truck.  Discussion was held regarding the option to buy the vehicle.  The item will be added to the November 27th Board Meeting agenda.

Proposed Work Orders:

1. No. 061323.90: Plat of Annexation of Railroad Right-of-Way to Glendenning Property:  The project description for this work order from Baxter & Woodman will be to prepare plat of annexation for a portion of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Railroad right-of-way from the eastern corporate limits of the Village to the approximate eastern boundary of a parcel of land owned by the Northwest Illinois and Eastern Iowa Carpenter’s Union.  The approximate length of the project is 1.5 miles.  The service will provide land-surveying services for the preparation of a Plat of Annexation and also prepare the legal description for the parcel that is to be annexed into the Village.  Engineers will also perform the necessary research.  The work order is not to exceed $6,000.00.  A motion was made by John “to approve Baxter & Woodman Work Order 061323.90”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes.

2.  No. 061367.80: Cardinal View Condominium Plan Review and Construction Observation:  This project will provide professional engineering services to the Village regarding plan review and construction observation for the Cardinal View Condo project on Pershing Street.  A motion was made by Dan “to approve Baxter & Woodman Work Order 061367.80”; seconded by John.  Roll was called and the motion passed with six (6) “yes” votes.
