A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.  Trustee Nance’ Lorenz arrived at 7:06 p.m.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by John “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed with five (5) “aye”.

C.  MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 13, 2006 REGULAR MEETING 

Sue noted a change under K. OLD BUSINESS 2.  Village Growth:  The sentence should read, “On November 1, 2006, a meeting was scheduled between the Village of Stillman Valley and development area property owners at 7 p.m. at the Baxter & Woodman Inc. Rockford office…” With no additional changes, John moved that the minutes of the November 13th Regular Meeting be accepted with the noted change; motion seconded by Becky.  Motion carried with five (5) “aye”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 

None.

E.  EMPLOYEES TIME USAGE

It was stated that the employee time usage would be discussed after the first of the New Year.  

F.  TOWNSHIP DUMP TRUCK PURCHASE

Chad said he is awaiting a price from the Marion Township Office.  The township regularly scheduled meeting is tonight as well (November 27th).  Once the price is received, Chad will present to the Board for consideration.

G.  OLD BUSINESS
1a.  Water/Sewer Projects:  Chad reported that Baxter & Woodman is waiting for an Estimate of Cost from the developer of the Cardinal View condo project.  Upon receipt of the estimate, Baxter & Woodman will review the material.  With regard to the Homestead Subdivision, Baxter & Woodman has received and is reviewing a draft Estimate of Cost from the developer, Nordic Investment Group.

2a.  Village Growth:  (1) Chad said that copies of the November 1, 2006 Development Meeting will be distributed to the Trustees.  (2) President Mays stated he received a telephone call from Superintendent Bob Prusator inquiring about the status of the new wastewater treatment plant.  The school district is investigating extra growth in the school district and the affect the extra capacity of an additional building would have on the Village sewer system. (3) Dan asked if Mays had heard anything from American Ethanol regarding the ethanol plant.  President Mays said, “No”.

H.  ENGINEERING
No new Baxter & Woodman work orders were presented.

I.  NEW BUSINESS
(1) President Mays stated he had received a letter from the Stillman Valley Neighborhood Association requesting copies over the past six (6) months of any Board Meeting minutes that pertain to the proposed ethanol plant.   In his reply, Mays stated the Village remains neutral and are investigating all options.  The Association was also encouraged to attend Board Meetings.

(2) Jim said he received a message from Ken Long (215 E. Roosevelt) regarding his neighbors continued riding ATV’s in the Village, which is in violation to Village ordinance.  Jim said he would draft a letter and fine the residents.

(3) Jim also advised the Board of a resident who has a large boat on their property over in Homestead Subdivision.  Jim will write a letter to these residents as well.

(4) Nance’ asked the Trustees if they would like to give Christmas gifts this year to the Village employees.  After discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to give monetary gifts to the Village employees in the following amounts: Chad Insko $100; Dean Insko $100; Anne Dorn $100; Ron Lentz $50; Mary Dralle $50”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed unanimously.  The Clerk was asked to get new bills from the bank and cards for the December 11th Board Meeting.

(5) Mike said that he was approached by the owners of the Marathon Gas Station / Convenience Store regarding the possibility of changing the time of day on Sundays when packaged liquor can be purchased.  Apparently people where traveling to Byron in order to purchase liquor earlier in the day.  Becky said she spoke with Betty Goken (Ogle County Board) regarding liquor licensing.  Becky was told that based upon where the establishment sits, the establishment abides by those county or Village regulations.  Example: Marathon Gas Station is within Village limits, abides by Village ordinance.  Discussion was held regarding changing the time on Sundays to sell liquor from 12 noon to 10 a.m.  An amended ordinance will be presented at the December 11th Board Meeting.

J.  COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan had nothing to report.

Parks & Police:  Nance’ (1) asked Chad about the ongoing light outage at the Recreation Park.  Chad said that Rick Electric is coming on November 28th; (2) stated she received a bid from Tru Green in the amount of $905 for aeration of all three (3) parks in the Village.  Following discussion, Chad was asked to research the cost to purchase the necessary equipment, etc. for the Public Works Department aerate the parks.  Chad will report at a future meeting.

Street & Alleys:  Mike had nothing to report.

Public Works: Chad advised the Board that more vandalism was done at the Recreation Park.  The lights were busted out at the Shelter House and “burn outs” were done in the lawn.  Following discussion, Chad was asked in get quotes for additional security at the Shop and surveillance cameras/alarms at the Park in an effort to diminish the vandalism.

Ordinance:  Becky stated that Attorney Henry had faxed to her the ordinance from Pecatonica regarding franchising garbage disposal.  Becky will present at a future meeting.

Water & Sewer:  John had nothing to report.

Finance:  Sue had nothing new to report.

Clerk:  Anne stated she would be out of the office on Friday, December 1st for a medical procedure.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report to the Trustees.

Economic Development Advisory Committee:  Dan and Sue stated that Mike Reibel would be picking up the written recommendations to the draft of the Comprehensive Plan on Wednesday, November 29th.   After the changes are implemented, a notice will be published in the Ogle County Life that the Plan is at the Village Hall and Julia Hull District Library for public review for one (1) month.
