A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Following the Tax Levy Public Hearing held prior, Board President Jim Mays called the meeting to order at 7:22 p.m. and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was called and five (5) trustees were present; one (1) absent.  

B.  AGENDA APPROVAL

A motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the agenda as presented”; seconded by Dan.  The motion passed five (5) “ayes”.

C.  MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 27, 2006 REGULAR MEETING 

Following review of the minutes, Becky moved that the “minutes of the November 27th Regular Meeting be accepted”; motion seconded by Nance’.  Motion carried with five (5) “ayes”.

D.  CITIZEN COMMENTS
Darrell Ropp (204 E. Pershing Street) was in attendance regarding the Village policy regarding dumpsters on Village property/streets.  Darrell stated that for over two (2) months there has been a dumpster on the street at 230 S. Maple Street.  The dumpster is an impediment to snow plowing and otherwise normal traffic on the street.  The Clerk was asked to send a letter along with a copy of the Village ordinance. 

Rick Stafford (430 Sunbeam Court) inquired with the Board as to the reason why the Village Public Works Department does not plow the entrance into “the Roost” in Daybreak Subdivision.  Rick was told that “the Roost” is a private condo association. When the Village accepted the original agreement, the association would contract an outside party to have the entrance snow plowed.  Rick argued the fact that the residents of “the Roost” should not be required to purchase yearly vehicle stickers because of that.  President Mays told Rick he should discuss the matter with the president of the condo association regarding the snow plowing issue.  Rick also stated he does not agree with the way the Village monitors the purchase of vehicle stickers, and they should be abolished. 

E.  MONTHLY REPORTS

1.  Treasurer’s 

Randy distributed copies and explained the Treasurer’s Report, the Profit & Loss Report and Bank Account Balance Report. Reimbursement of street lighting and salt out of MFT (Motor Fuel Tax) Funds was also addressed.  Ralph Tompkins told the Board that a form is needed from IDOT to reimburse and said Baxter & Woodman can assist with completing the necessary paperwork.  Ralph also said that a Village resolution would need to be adopted.  With no further discussion, a motion was made by Dan “to accept the Treasurer’s Report showing the State of the Treasury at the close of business on the 30th of November 2006”; seconded by Sue.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

2.  Employee’s Time

The Employee Time Report for the period of November 13 through December 10 was distributed for review.  The 20 hours of overtime for Dean Insko were for snow plowing.  A motion was made by Sue “to approve the 20 hours of overtime for Dean Insko”; seconded by Becky.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.  

3.  Water & Sewer Usage and Billings
Copies of the Water & Sewer Usage and Billings report were distributed for review.  

4.  Monthly Bills
A Bill Detail Report and Credit Card Detail Report were generated for review.  The following changes were made:

· Insight ~ 150-537 ~ $69.95

· Moring Disposal ~ 150.494 ~ $39.00 (recycle bins)

There appears to be a missing National Waterworks bill in the amount of $191.74.  With regard to the Insight bill, the Clerk was asked to contact Insight and inquire about getting a business or government rate.

With no additional discussion, a motion was made by Nance’ “to approve the bills for the month of December”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called and the motion passed with five (5) “yes” votes; one (1) absent.

F.  ORDINANCE

No. 703 ~ Sunday Liquor License Hours:  President Mays said that the owners of the Marathon Gas Station had asked the Village to consider changing the Class G Sunday liquor licenses, with respect to start selling alcohol earlier in the day.  Discussion was held regarding having the alcohol be sold starting at 9 or 10 a.m.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Sue “to adopt Village Ordinance 703, amending to the Village Code of Stillman Valley, 3-4-10, Classification, Fees, ‘Class G Sunday licenses, which shall authorize the sale of alcoholic liquor in original packages, but not for consumption on the premises where sold, between the hours of nine o’clock (9:00) a.m. until eleven o’clock (11:00) p.m.  Class G licenses shall be governed in all other respects by the terms and conditions governing class B licenses.  The semiannual fee for such license shall be two hundred dollars ($200.00) payable in advance on July 1 and January 1 of each calendar year.’”; seconded by Dan.  Roll was called: one (1) absent (Musso); four (4) “yes” votes (Russell, Watson, Lorenz, Carpenter); one (1) “no” vote (Waltrip).  Motion carried.

On a side note, Mays asked the owner regarding the newly installed camera system the gas station had installed for security reasons, as the Village is considering some type of surveillance system because of the recent acts of vandalism done at the parks.  Cal said it cost $9,000 to have 16 cameras installed, with a 15-day memory.
G.  TOWNSHIP DUMP TRUCK PURCHASE
Chad reiterated that the Marion Township has a 1995 Interstate 5-yard dump truck for sale.  The asking price is $15,000.  A snowplow would need to be purchased at a cost of approximately $5,000.  Discussion was held regarding the funding. Chad was asked to contact the Marion Township Supervisor and ask if the Township would consider leasing the truck to the Village for a few months.  Chad said he would contact the supervisor and advise the Board at an upcoming meeting.  Attorney Henry said that a Village ordinance would be needed in order to purchase the truck.
H.  SNOWMOBILES
Dan reported that Village resident Sonya Rice (330 E. Roosevelt) had called him regarding the snowmobiles driving through her front yard.  Discussion was held how the Village facilitates this type of action (public property versus private property).  No trespassing signs could be posed.  Attorney Henry said that without an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) between the Village, Ogle County Sheriff and Ogle County State’s Attorney, enforcement by the Village requires: (1) a complaint to be filed by a citizen, (2) a Notice to Appear and Complaint to be filed by the Village Attorney, (3) prosecution of the complaint by the Village Attorney.  By contrast, an IGA would permit the Ogle County Sheriff to write and file the complaint and the Ogle County State’s Attorney to prosecute.  Dan asked if a letter to the president of the local snowmobile club could be mailed.

2.  Village Growth:  Mays said he had received a letter from Muscarello and forwarded it to Attorney Henry for a response.

J.  ENGINEERING
No new work orders were presented.  Ralph advised the Board that he would be out of the Baxter & Woodman office December 14 through January 3.  During this time any questions/concerns can be directed to Clyde Wakefield

Ralph distributed and explained the monthly Baxter & Woodman Engineering Report.  When asked, Ralph said he has not heard from the Glendenning family or American Ethanol regarding the ethanol plant.

Ralph said that Baxter & Woodman are awaiting a L.O.C. (letter of credit) from the developers of the Cardinal View Condo project.  The initial estimate of cost was grossly under-estimated.

K. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Police:
Dan had nothing to report to the Board.

Parks & Police:  Nance’ asked Chad to decorate the Christmas tree in the Recreation Park.

Street & Alleys:  Mike was absent.

Public Works: Chad had nothing to report.

Ordinance:  Becky said briefly read the garbage franchise ordinance (from Village of Pecatonica) she received from Attorney Henry.  Attorney Henry said the franchise ordinance follows the contract of the provider.  The matter will be put on hold until spring 2007 when the contract with Moring Disposal is up for renewal.

Water & Sewer:  John had nothing to report to the Board.

Finance:  Sue had nothing to report.

Clerk:  Anne asked if the Board would consider sponsoring SVHS basketball games on WRHL at a cost of $35/game.  After brief discussion, the Board agreed not to do so at this time.

President:  Jim had nothing additional to report. 

Economic Development Advisory Commission:  Dave said he is waiting to hear from Mike Reibel regarding the changes he was given regarding the Comprehensive Plan.  Dan said he would keep the Board abreast.
