2. All entries must be submitted to the Village Clerk by 5 pm on December 15, 2005
and depict a positive theme relevant to the Village.

3. All entries must be no larger than 8 2 x 11 inches, vertical in height, and matted.
Please keep in mind that the final sticker size will be approximately 3” x 3" .

4. All entries must be accompanied by an official entry form completely filled out,
signed by the artist, and attached to the back of the artwork. No identification
should be on the front of the artwork since each piece will be judged without
regard to the artist’s identity.

5. All entries will be judged by a panel consisting of individuals from the community
appointed by the Village President. The entry that receives the most votes from
the panel will be declared the contest winner. All decisions are final.

6. The winner will receive a $150 gift certificate to Cherryvale Mall, a vehicle sticker
free of charge, and be honored by an official proclamation of the Village
President.

7. All entries become the property of the Village of Stillman Valley. All rights to the
winning design belong to the Village of Stillman Valley. The Village of Stillman
Valley reserves the right to produce an alternate vehicle sticker if the winning
entry cannot be satisfactorily reproduced or if it cannot be reproduced without
significantly increased cost.
